POLICY STATEMENT

The Atchison County Fair is the showplace for animal agriculture for the county. All

animals and livestock shown, housed, or displayed shall receive care that is humane,
healthful, and consistent with accepted practices. Cruelty, neglect, or indifference to animal
comfort will not be tolerated and will constitute grounds for removal from the premises.
Animal care shall be consistent with sound husbandry practices and with rules and
regulations set by the Atchison County Fair Board. Professional veterinary care will be
provided as needed. Animals experiencing illness, injury, or discomfort will be professionally
attended to only by a licensed veterinarian. Exhibits shall reflect the care and concern that
Missourians have for livestock, poultry, companion animals, and wildlife.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Atchison County Fair will not be responsible to any person, individual, corporation or
association for any loss by fire, theft, damage, or personal injury sustained by anyone

through the negligence of any person or group of persons, exhibits or exhibitors.

GENERAL LIVESTOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS
Youth exhibitor must be officially enrolled in a 4-H program or FFA Chapter, and
enrolled within the project of exhibit for the current year, by respective weigh-days for
market animals and by ownership deadlines for breeding animals.
Atchison County Fair will uphold any and all sanctions against any person from any
county or state fair or national livestock show.
The exhibitor must own breeding animals by May 1, year of show, and market animals
by the dates required by the Missouri State Fair.
Registered animals must be in the name of the exhibitor.
All exhibitors will pay a $10 entry fee per head.
Exhibitors must bring their own feed, bedding, water buckets, and pans. A $10
refundable clean-up fee will be charged at check-in and refunded at check-out if
pens are confirmed to be clean by the superintendent.
All youth exhibitors must wear the official show t-shirt provided by the Fair Board.
For the youth show, grooming may be done only by exhibitors and immediate members
of any exhibitor6s f amiHIPywjectleadareand FEAX hi bi t or s,
Advisors.
An exhibitor may have a maximum of two (2) entries per class.
All entries must be shown by the individual owner, unassisted. Superintendent may
permit another member to show in case of iliness or physical handicap, excused
absence, or when entries are shown in the same class.
Uncontrollable animals may be dismissed from the show ring by the superintendent or
the fair board president.
All livestock classified by Danish System: Blue, Red, and White.
Any grievance must be voiced before the end of the show to the show superintendent
and Fair Board president.
The livestock show will follow the animal health requirements for the Missouri

ATCHISON COUNTY MARKET LIVESTOCK RULES

15. All market livestock will be weighed and tagged at an official weigh-day set by
the Fair Board.

16. All Atchison County market animals will participate in the rate-of-gain contest.
Animals must be shown to be eligible for the rate-of-gain or carcass contests.

17. Transportation costs will be deducted at point of delivery to packer.

18. All animals that sell at auction must show.

19. Once an animal is nominated for auction, that animal must remain in sale order.

20. The Atchison County Fair will deliver animals intended for slaughter to a packing plant
or stockyard following the auction.

21. Exhibitor will be paid on the value of their animal.

22. Buyers will bid the Premium on "Dollars Per Head" starting from $0. Buyers pay
premium bid the day of the sale.

23. There will be a $8.00 deduction per animal, sold at auction, from exhibitor premium to
pay for pictures and Appreciation Dinner for buyers.

24. There will be an additional $6.00 deduction for Real Time Ultrasound data for swine
and lamb carcass animals.

25. There will be a $8.00 deduction from steers and heifers for carcass data information.

26. An exhibitor may sell a maximum of TWO (2) animals from all species.

27. The sale order will be set up to allow all exhibitors to sell one (1) animal before an
exhibitorés second ani mal is sold.

MARKET LIVESTOCK RULES FOR ALL MARKET EXHIBITORS

1. 4-H market livestock exhibitors must be certified in the Show-Me Quality Assurance
program.

2. The pee-wee classes will start each market specie show.

MARKET LIVESTOCK SHOWMANSHIP GUIDELINES

1. The exhibitor must show his/her own animal during the showmanship class.

2. Prizes will be awarded for Champion Showmanship in each of the three
showmanship classes: 11 yrs and under, 12-14 yrs, and 15 yrs and older. Age
is as of January 1, year of show.

Rules

flowers.

5. All exhibits must be grown by the exhibitor except for potted plants, which must have been in
their possession for at least six weeks before the fair. (This does not pertain to plant material
used in an artistic design. Anyone entering a design must have made the design
themselves.)

6. No artificial flowers or plants may be used in any design. Flags and religious symbols are not
to be used in any design.

7. A background and underlay may be used for designs but must be furnished by exhibitor.

8. The Horticulture Committee or helpers are not responsible for any breakage or loss.

9. For more information about exhibiting vegetables, contact the Extension Center and ask for
Gui de Sheet 6230 fAExhibiting and Judging Garden V

10. Any exhibits and premium monies not picked up at checkout time will be forfeited.
